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In FY08 we ended the 

year with a 51% recy-

cling rate for the campus 

which was primarily the 

result of re-use efforts on 

campus as trash tonnage 

fell by over 200 tons vs 

the previous year.

Over the years 

there has been a history 

of comfort complaints 

and it is consistently one 

of the largest energy us-

ers on campus. Over the 

past couple of months we 

have been testing and 

adjusting the HVAC sys-

tem through-out the Rey-

nolds Center Complex. 

The project is about two 

thirds complete with 

completion expected in 

the next several weeks. 

The goal is to improve 

comfort and reduce en-

ergy waste in the build-

ing. 

Babson kicked off the 

3rd year of the `Dark 

Dorm` competition in 

October to promote en-

ergy conservation in the 

residence halls. Last 

yearôs grand prize winner 

was Van Winkle Hall 

which now has a new flat 

screen TV in the lounge 

for all to enjoy. Working 

with representatives from 

the Green Tower, we are 

exploring ways to better 

promote this program and 

expand upon the pro-

grams success. 

mary boiler fuel from oil 

to natural gas. We are 

currently working with 

the local gas utility to 

determine the cost of 

bringing a gas line to the 

building. If found to be 

economically feasible,  

switching to  natural gas 

will not just save money, 

it will also reduce the 

carbon dioxide emissions 

by over 275,000 pounds/

year.
